All patients are seen 
regardless of their ability to pay.

• DO call a friend or family member or 
one of the crisis lines below. (These lines 
are staffed 24 hours a day and can assist 
you with appropriate emergency and 
crisis information.)

behavior that occurs without the explicit 
consent of the recipient.”

T H I S  I N C L U D E S
• Forced sexual intercourse (of any kind)
• Inappropriate touching/fondling
• Child molestation
• Incest
• Rape/attempted rape

S TAT I S T I C S
“Sexual violence in the U.S.—One in six women 
and one in 33 men will be the victim of an 
attempted or completed rape in their lifetime.” 

“In eight out of 10 cases of rape, the victim 
knew the person who sexually assaulted them.”

“Child sexual abuse—One in four girls and one 
in six boys will be sexually abused before they 
turn 18 years old.”

“Campus sexual assault—One in five women 
and one in 16 men are sexually assaulted while 
in college.”

“Rape is the most under-reported crime; 63% 
of sexual assaults are not reported to police.”

• You will receive information about local 
resources and counseling to help you 
recover.

• You will have access to shower facilities, 
toiletries and a change of clothing.

• You will be provided with complete 
information concerning your care so that 
you will be able to make an informed 
decision about the care you want to receive.
